How to make a flower

You will need:

card stock, Mod Podge (I used the regular stuff, but I just found out it comes in a spray! I would DEFINATELY use the spray for this project), scissors, glue, corsage bands (what ever you call the part that goes around the wrist) I chose the ones that look like pearl bracelets, and fake leaves 

1) take your card stock (in what ever color you want, I used yellow square 12x12 sheets from the scrapbooking section of the store), and run it under the faucet, but under a low flow. You don't want it to get too wet. The crumple it into a ball, then carefully flatten it out, then crumple it again, followed by flattening it out. Then lay it flat and let dry over night. It will likely get some holes in it, but it is not a big deal, just try not to get too may in it. once it is dry,, it will be all crinkly

2) cut cardstock into squares. You can make them any size you want. I made some big flowers (for the corsages) and some smaller ones (for a "tree" that I made). 

3) Take your square and cut it into a circle, trying to keep it as close to the edges as possible (so as not to waste it). Then, begin to cut into a spiral until you get to the middle. you can make your spiral cuts kind of wiggly if you want, or straight. Both look good! take the outer end (where you first cut the spiral and begin to curl the papr. Make it kind of tight but get looser as you go. when you get  to the end, glue the end to the bottom of the flower. This will be the part that was your center of your spiral. make a small puddle of glue, so it holds all of the curl. Hold in place until it stays in place on it's own.

4) Once the glue is dried, apply the mod podge. This will give it more of a "ceramic" look. If you use the regular mod podge, use a paint brush to apply, but if you can, us the spray! This will help get in all of the little spaces! Using a paint brush takes some time and be careful!

5) Once dried, use a glue gun and glue the leaf to the bottom of the flower.

6) Glue flower with the leaf to the pearl band. Be careful not to burn yourself, but you need alot of glue.
